City of Monterey’s Fire Services JPA
Ann Richey reported that the purpose of this item was to discuss the intricacies of the JPA Agreement that is being proposed for the Monterey Peninsula area between the cities of Monterey, Seaside, Pacific Grove, Carmel, Sand City and Del Rey Oaks. However, Sand City and Del Rey Oaks are not Members of the JPA but receive fire services. Ann then turned over the item to Rhonda Combs from the City of Monterey. 

Rhonda Combs reported that the JPA Agreement is entering into Phase 1 of the Agreement and that the timing of Phase 2 and 3 have not been determined. There are several political issues that may prevent the regional fire services JPA from taking shape. 

Ralph Korn requested that the JPA obtain insurance greater than the $1,000,000 minimum noted in the contract. Michael Simmons suggested that $10,000,000 as a reasonable limit which most JPA’s provide to their fire services. 

A motion was made to recommend amending the agreement to include a minimum insurance limit of $5,000,000 per occurrence.
